Electronic devices may require adjustment for
number of reasons—normal wear and tear, ac
or a part has been changed making it necesse
for the new component to work in harmony wi
existing components.

The tolerances of today’s electronic equipmen
are extremely tight, because the units are
becoming smaller and smaller. Sony’s newest
camcorder is smaller than a single VHS casse
Many mechanical adjustments require special
designed test jigs and fixtures to insure that th
unit is adjusted to factory specifications.
Electronic measurement devices are often use
determine the accuracy of adjustment. To be
accurate, adjustments are time-consuming an
require a high degree of technical competency

RESOLDERING

The average Walkman contains over 1000 sol
connections! The average camcorder has ove
4000, many of which are smaller than the peri
at the end of this sentence. A solder connectic
may fail for a variety of reasons, including rapi
temperature changes, vibration, or shock. Sol
connections are one of the most difficult repai
technician faces, when you consider the numk
and size of the connections. Such repairs reqt
magnifiers and specialized soldering equipme
along with skill and patience, to find the single
failed connection out of thousands in a unit. Tl
basic soldering iron has been replaced by
computerized solder stations, custom designe
ovens, and hot air soldering devices.

On a sunny Sunday Thanksgiving afternoon, a
small group of neighbors went walking down
Waller Creek, beginning at the Epoch Cafe on
Chesterfield and North Loop, all the way to UT
on San Jacinto at 9%treet. Participants included
Jan Seward, Monty Newton, Doug Landis,
Ashley and Vanessa Montague, and Bill Yoder.
Based on Monty's pedometer, we covered 4.5
miles, although perhaps 3 miles as the crow flies.

Some discoveries:
It's good to walk the creek when the water
level is low, as we did. Sections of the creek
bed were completely dry, as next to the UT
Intramural Fields south of 51st. Even so, we
encountered a number of stretches 3 or more
feet deep.
The underpass at Avenue F and' 4&eet is
difficult, requiring both physical strength and
dexterity to negotiate the creek.
Waller Creek makes a sharp left turn at Shipe
Park and heads East almost to Red River.
Even the Google satellite map makes the path
hard to follow.
There are some large hacienda-style mansions
along the way, as at the end of“&reet,
which are surprising in their size and bucolic
setting.
Hyde Park near 41Street, with its built-up
containment walls, makes walking portions of
the Creek impossible. At such times, we had
to walk the sidestreets.
It's dangerous to walk across the Hancock golf
course! Doug almost got hit by a flying golf
ball.
There is a rustic bridge leading across the
creek to Lee Elementary school, providing a
wonderful way to get to school.
A large mural appeared out of nowhere on a
drainage ditch near Eastwoods Park, providing
a splash of color and art amidst the dense
foliage.
Waller Creek is joined at the University by a
branch coming from Hemphill Park and
paralleling San Jacinto. We were surprised by

its sudden appearance just below Dean Keaton.
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A strong walking stick makes a difference;
numerous times we were treading on a steep
bank, trying to avoid falling in the creek, and
having that extra support helped.

Only once did someone call us out for
“trespassing”. | think that person was out-of-line,
but nonetheless made us nervous.

Soon after, | attended a lunchtime lecture at the
Waller Center on East {Street, which provided
more information:
Waller Creek is considered an “urban creek”,
meaning its wilderness is tempered by city
concerns (pipes, grass management, retaining
walls, etc.)
Joseph Jones, a former UT English professor,
was a Waller Creek fanatic, spending countless
hours on the campus portion of the creek, even
writing a book on it.
UT has traditionally ignored or hurt the creek.
The worst offender has been football stadium
projects which have torn down trees and
destroyed open space originally belonging to
the watershed.
There are at least two Waller Creek websites.

The walk provided a unique and often beautiful
view of undiscovered Austin as well as some bits
of adventure. We hope sometime to complete the
journey down Waller Creek all the way to Town
Lake. Stay tuned.

Hosts need a safety
inspection and permit from the Fire Dept.

CONSTRUCTION CODE ENFORCEMENT.

If you suspect construction violates code, call 311
to report it but also try calling Code Enforcement
(different than permits). Ask for a code enforcer
to check on the progress of construction. A code
enforcer may intervene at an earlier stage than
city inspectors. Waiting for city inspectors to take
action may be too late to correct infractions.

It violates City Code to obscure sidewalks, park
in yards, or park going the wrong way. $20 fine.

TRASH CANS AWAY FROM THE CURB.

City Code states trash cans should be moved 5'
back from the driveway joint by 10:00 pm the day
of pickup. $147-$197 fine.

QUIET NIGHTS.

City Code states residents are not to disturb
neighbors with any kind of noigeom 10:00 pm
to 7 am.Class C misdemeanor, $500 fine. City
Codeallows businesses to have noise until 2
